Artman resigns from BI A after a year on thejob

ize the BIA. Triba leaders com-
plained that they weren't consulted
about the idea and even after
Artman attempted to smooth rela-
tions, they questioned the wisdom
of starting such a huge undertak-
ing so late in the administration.

The second affected the way the
BIA handles the land-into-trust
process. Artman said he instituted
"drastic improvements' that have
reduced the backlog of applica-
tions, which at one point he put at
more than 1,300 beforerevising it
toamuch lower figure.

Amid the change, Artman issued
guidelinesin January that make it
nearly impossible for tribes to ac-

quire land away from their existing
reservations. He didn't consult
tribes before he made the new
policy, whichisbeing challenged as
part of alawsuit brought by the St.
Croix Band of Lake Superior
Chippewalndians from Wisconsin.

In hisresignation letter, Artman, an
attorney and former business execu-
tive, didn't state what he plans to
do after leaving the BIA. Darling
said hewastraveling yesterday and
unavailablefor comment.

The state of Oklahomawon't agreeto
lower the tobacco tax rate for the
Cherokee Nation, The Muskogee
Phoenix reports.

Thetribe's compact calsfor atax of

86 cents per pack. But the tribe be-
lievesitisentitled to aflat 25 percent
rate, the same asthe one for the Kaw
Nation. That would lower the tax to
about 26 cents per pack.

L ast month, the Cherokeeswerefound
to beviolating the compact by selling
cigarettes with improper tax stamps.
The Tulsa World surveyed retailers
and found only one that appeared to
violating the agreement.
