After you learn the Syllabary, Cherokee wordsand short phraseswill be
easier tolearn. Although westrongly urgeyou touseall available Cherokee
languageresour ces, We recommend you toavoid using English phonetics.
L earning the sound of the symbol by sight eliminatesthe dependency on

an unnecessary learning step which some new methods use.
