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The Cherokee People needs to know, this is th
way our nation is functoning as of today.  This
structure is not constitutional.  The elected
officals acting under Chief Smith’s control
is illegal!  The only person that should be work-
ing under the Executive branch is Deputy Chie
Grayson.  Chief Smith should not have contro
over the majority of the Tribal Councilors or
majority of our Judicual branch.   But this is
how it is working or not working for the Chero-
kee people.  Under this structure we have a
dictatorship.  One person controlling our Na-
tion, The creation of the 1975 Cherokee Con
stitution took the control of one man, to a three
branch of government.  But we have no check
& balances under our Constitution.  When the
Chief controls the Judicial branch and the ma
jority of the Tribal Council. . . . .We have a
dictatorship and that is illegal under our
Constitution.   When the Cherokee people can’t
rely on our three branches to work as their oat
to follow our Constitution, then “OUR STATE
OF THE NATION” is not what our Chief keeps
telling us.  The Chief keeps telling us every-
thing is great and nothing it wrong.  We Chero
kees have trouble.  We have more money an
the people have less services.  They are was
ing our money.  The money belong to the Chero
kee People, but this adminstration spend ou
money as if it was theirs.  The Cherokee people
need to wake up and get involved.  Help stop
these kinds of illegal actions.  It is time again
in our Cherokee History to rise up and pro-
tect the Cherokee Nation from corrupt
elected officials or appointed officials & em-
ployees.

Thank you, our Father Jay B. Earp
was the superintendent of Jay
High School for over 32 years.
From 1931 and which ended in
July 1963, he was still the
Superintendent.  Our family, John
Thomas Earp (deceased), L.B.
Earp, of Oklahoma City, OK,
Melvina Earp Smith of
Wellington, KS, Mildred Earp
Smith of Tulsa, OK, and our
children, grandchildren, nieces,
nephews and many other
relatives.

Mildred started to school at 5
years of age, in a three room Bldg,
which all 12 grades were taught,
with a gym. During the thirties my
father enlarged the bldg, by
connecting to the gym, making
more class rooms, rest rooms
(inside) with running water, also
included lunch room, shop, bank,
home economics and garage for
the buses were included. Later
added a dorm was built for young
men called NYA.  A rock fence

was put around the front and east
side of the school yard.

His over all goals, was to educate
the students so when they left high
school they could enter college for
further education, or be able to
work for themselves. He started
programs for the boys to raise
cattle, hogs and some farming,
welding, electoral, and carpentry.
The Girls would be able to take
care of homes, cooking, sewing,
etc. Also these classes were
crossed between the sexes. AND
